· The Carteret County Association of Homebuilders Murdoch Scholarship is a renewable award for a student seeking a post-secondary degree from a two- or four-year institution in the construction trades.
· The V.J. “Puck” & Pearl O’Neal Scholarship Fund offers awards to students seeking a degree in either marine sciences or Christian studies.

· The William E. Smith, Jr. Memorial Scholarship was established to provide support for graduating seniors from Carteret County whose families earn or receive a majority of their income from the commercial fishing industry.
· The Joseph H. Tallman Scholarships in Mechanical/Electrical Engineering Endowment was established in 2001 with the purpose of assisting Carteret County public high school students who wish to pursue a degree in either mechanical or electrical engineering.
