Past recipients of these awards include programs provided by Albemarle Hopeline and Girls Inc.  This fund has awarded over $18,500 in grants since 2007, to support programs and special projects at Albemarle Hopeline, the Food Bank of the Albemarle, Girls Inc., Albemarle Smart Start, HLTrigg Community School, Rheema Ministries, College of the Albemarle Foundation, Elizabeth City State University, National Council of Negro Women, Foreshadow Academy, and Chowan/Perquimans Smart Start. In all cases, the needs of women and children are the focus of the grant program. Area nonprofit organizations apply for these grants to support their services.
