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RALEIGH ─ The North Carolina Community Foundation (NCCF) allocated additional grants from its statewide Disaster Relief Fund to support continued relief and rebuilding efforts in Pamlico County related to Hurricane Irene, according to Rodney E. Martin, chair of the NCCF’s grants committee and a member of the statewide board.
