The Board of Commissioners of Franklin County, North Carolina, met for its Regular
Meeting at 7:00 P.M. in the Commissioner's Conference Room located in the County
Administration Building with the following Commissioners present: Chairman E. Shane
Mitchell, Vice-Chairman Robert L. Swanson, Sidney E. Dunston, Harry L. Foy, Jr.,
Cedric K. Jones, David T. Bunn and Don Lancaster.

Chairman Mitchell called the meeting to order and asked the Board to consider removal
of Item 8-B from the agenda. A motion to remove Iltem 8-B was made by Commissioner
Foy and seconded by Commissioner Jones. The motion passed unanimously with all
present voting “AYE.”

Chairman Mitchell then asked the Board to consider approval of the consent agenda.
Commissioner Lancaster made a motion to approve the consent agenda, seconded by
Commissioner Swanson.

FALL LITTER SWEEP 2012
BY THE FRANKLIN COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
A PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, the North Carolina Department of Transportation organizes an annual fall statewide roadside cleanup to
ensure clean and beautiful roads in North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, the fall 2012 LITTER SWEEP roadside cleanup will take place September 15 through

September 29, 2012, and encourages local governments and communities, civic and professional groups,
businesses, churches, schools, families and individual citizens to participate in the Department of Transportation
cleanup by sponsoring and organizing local roadside cleanups; and

WHEREAS, Adopt-A-Highway volunteers, Department of Transportation employees, Department of Correction
inmates and community service workers, local government agencies, community leaders, civic and community
organizations, businesses, churches, schools, and environmentally concerned citizens conduct local cleanups during
LITTER SWEEP and may receive certificates of appreciation for their participation; and

WHEREAS, the great natural beauty of our state and a clean environment are sources of great pride for all North
Carolinians, attracting tourists and aiding in recruiting new industries; and

WHEREAS, the cleanup will increase awareness of the need for cleaner roadsides, emphasize the importance of not
littering, and encourage recycling of solid wastes; and

WHEREAS, the 2012 fall cleanup will celebrate the 24th Anniversary of the North Carolina Adopt-A-Highway program
and its 5,815 volunteer groups that donate their labor and time year round to keep our roadsides clean; and

WHEREAS, the LITTER SWEEP cleanup will be a part of educating the children of this great state regarding the
importance of a clean environment to the quality of life in Franklin County;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Franklin County Board of Commissioners, does hereby proclaim September 15th
through September 29, 2012 as LITTER SWEEP time in Franklin County, and encourages citizens to take an active
role in making their communities cleaner.

3. PUBLIC SAFETY RADIO SYSTEM POLICIES

Emergency Communications Director Christy Shearin presented proposed policies for
the new radio system.

4. RADIO PROJECT COVERAGE TEST RESULTS

Mrs. Shearin reminded the Board the action she requests is approval of the system prior
to cutover. She stated final approval of the project would be requested upon project
completion. It was noted the estimated time to place everyone on the new system is six
weeks.

Mrs. Shearin stated she is pleased with the new system and commented it is above
industry standards.

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Commissioner Lancaster made a motion to approve coverage test results, seconded by
Commissioner Swanson. The motion duly carried with all present voting “AYE.”

5. APPOINTMENTS

The Board was asked to consider reappointing Ms. Tamara Wheeler (at-
large) and Ms. Lynette Fuller (director of the area mental health,
developmental disabilities, and substance abuse authority, or that person’s
designee) for a two-year term.

Commissioner Swanson made the motion to reappoint Ms. Tamara Wheeler
and Ms. Lynette Fuller to the Juvenile Crime Prevention Council. The motion
was seconded by Commissioner Dunston and duly carried approval with all
present voting “AYE.”

B. Louisburg Board of Adjustment ETJ

The Board was asked to appoint Mr. George Davis and Mr. Bryan Cash to the
Louisburg Board of Adjustment ETJ for a three-year term.

Commissioner Lancaster made the motion to appoint Mr. George Davis and
Mr. Bryan Cash to the Louisburg Board of Adjustment ETJ, seconded by
Commissioner Dunston. The motion duly carried with all present voting
“‘AYE.”

6. OTHER BUSINESS

Commissioner Dunston commented on a request made earlier in the evening to expand
library facilities. He stated the Board should be vigilant in efforts to try to help the library
(and other agencies mentioned) to expand facilities.

7. BOARD, MANAGER AND CLERK’S COMMENTS

Manager, and the Clerk to the Board to report on various activities. The Board may also
discuss other items of interest.

County Clerk Kristen G. King: No comments were offered.

Commissioner Foy: Commissioner Foy commented on an email received from
Finance Director Chuck Murray regarding the county’s tax base following revaluation.
He said the increased tax base will bring approximately $600,000 that he feels should
be used to decrease the county’s tax rate next year. Commissioner Lancaster agreed.
Commissioner Bunn: No comments were offered.

Commissioner Mitchell: Commissioner Mitchell stated Emergency Management
Director Randy Likens has resigned effective September 14, 2012. He said Mr. Likens

will be working for the State Office of Emergency Management and thanked him for his
18 years of service to Franklin County.
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Commissioner Swanson: No comments were offered.

County Manager Angela L. Harris:
1 Mrs. Harris asked Library Director Holt Kornegay to share and explain
photographs taken to highlight several library projects.

8. CLOSED SESSION

The Board was asked to consider entering into closed session pursuant to the following
North Carolina General Statutes.

At approximately 7:21 P.M., Commissioner Swanson made the motion to enter into
closed session. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Dunston. The motion
carried 5 to 1, with Commissioner Foy voting “NO.”

Following closed session at approximately 7:26 P.M., Commissioner Bunn made a
motion to enter back into open session, seconded by Commissioner Foy. The motion
duly carried approval with all present voting “AYE.”

Commissioner Bunn made a motion to approve the Closed Session Minutes of July 9,
2012, August 6, 2012 and August 20, 2012. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Dunston and duly carried approval with all present voting “AYE.”
