I as the parent or legal guardian of __________ do certify in the witness of a Franklin County Library Staff member that I allow my child to be on the computer with access to the Internet without adult supervision.  My child and I have read the Franklin County Library’s Computer Use Policy as well as “Safety Tips for Children Surfing the Internet”. My child agrees to abide by the rules set out in the Computer Use Policy(1).  I understand that if at any time my child views material the Computer Use Policy outlines as forbidden my child will not be allowed to use the Internet without my supervision.(2)  I will at no time hold the Library System, it’s staff, or Franklin County liable for language, images, or knowledge gained by my child through use of the Internet at any branch of the Franklin County Library System.  I will at no time hold the Library System, it’s staff, or Franklin County liable for my child going onto chat rooms and/or giving person(s) his/her personal information without my knowledge.  I will at no time hold the Library System, it’s staff, or Franklin County liable for harm rendered to my child as a result of aforementioned meeting(s) or personal information divulged.  I understand that at no time will the content filter be turned off for my child and that if the filter is required to be turned off for research I will have to personally come in and do the research myself instead of my child.  My child and I understand that if the content filter has to be turned off for an adult patron in the library all children including mine will be required to leave the computer workstations with active Internet access for a period of time until the filter can be restarted.
(1)The Franklin County Library System reserves the right to change the Computer Use Policy at any time with the approval of the Library Board of Trustees. The most current policy will be stationed in plain view of the computer workstations and all patrons are encouraged to periodically review the policy on hand to be sure that they are acting in the appropriate manner.
(2)Your supervision, if a violation of our policy occurs, entails you as the parent sitting beside (or standing in close proximity to) your child at all times while they are on the computer.
