1.  If you want to run for district supervisor, what is the procedure?

The steps that you must take in order to run for district supervisor are these:

· You must file a notice of candidacy with the county board of elections (919-496-3898) no earlier than noon on the first Friday in July preceding the fall election.  
· You must pay a $5.00 filing fee at the time of the filing (take your checkbook or $5 in bills).

· If elected, you will take office on the first Monday in December following the election.  At or before that time you need to take the oath of office.  Ask an experienced supervisor for advice, or call the NC Division of Soil and Water Conservation (919-733-2302), your Area Coordinator (919-791-4307), or the Institute of Government (919-966-5381).

2.  If you want to be considered for appointment as a district supervisor, what is the procedure?

The procedures for selection of appointive supervisors in the single county districts are:

· On or before October 31, as terms expire, the district board of supervisors recommends two persons from the district for appointment by the State Soil and Water Commission.  If the names are not submitted as required for any county, the State Soil and Water Commission makes its own selection for that county.

· The State Commission makes its appointments prior to or at its November meeting, and the appointees take office the first Monday in December.  At or before that time, the appointees need to take the oath of office.
