ESSAY CONTEST – 6TH GRADE STUDENTS

Contest Dates: NOW until January 10, 2020.  
Contest Procedure: 1st, 2nd & 3rd place winners will be awarded to each school.  All first-place grade winners will compete for District County winner and will be advance to the Area IV contest. Area IV first-place winner will advance to State Essay contest. All prizes will be awarded in Spring 2020 at Annual District Awards Program.  Date to be announced to winners & schools.  Cash prizes for those who can’t attend will be held in our office for pick-up AFTER Awards Program.

All essays entered into District sponsored competitions become the property of the respective District. These entities are entitled to use these essays for promotion of the Conservation District essay program.

For clarification, the difference between an essay and a report, as applied to this contest, is as follows:
Essay - A short composition dealing with a single subject from a personal point of view; facts may be interwoven into the essay, which stimulates thinking.
Report - A formal presentation of facts in a report style.

Judging Criteria:
The District uses a standard score sheet to be used for all contest levels. Essays will be judged on content and writing skills as described on the score sheet.
· Essays must be the work of the individual student.
· Essays may be either handwritten or typed on the computer.
Specifications:   See Conservation Terms on our FB page for tips.
Essays must: 
Must include the current theme of the essay contest on first page – “Wetlands Are Wonderful”
Be limited to 300 – 500 words. All words will be counted to reach the limit.
· Entries must be submitted in ESSAY format – NOT a report.
· Be aware of plagiarism – thoughts should be your own.
Be presented on standard 8 ½” X 11” paper. 
Be properly identified on the back using the following format:
